The above photo was taken about 1880, but can someone identify
the exact spot?. Below is the surface dressing in 1996 in Village St.




The photo of the steam road roller is a bit of a mystery. It could
possibly be back to front to start with, but here it is in the original.
It was provided by James Lockwood whose several relatives
were responsible for many of the buildings in Norwood Green.
Dates given by him are as follows:

1880 onwards ~ Wells Terrace & Prospect Place were built by
Fred Wells.

Chapel Street, Green Mount & Daisy Bank were built by James
Wells.

Grasmere Grove was built by Jonah Wells.
In 1910 Thorn Garth was built by William Wells.

In 1930 Norwood Terrace, Rookes View and the Cricket
Pavilion were built by Jim Sharpe.

Extract from James Parker September 1901 Norwood Green.
The Wells family of Norwood Green have long been resident
there ~ for over 100 years; they originally came from Bowling.
